On October 14th, 2011, at 17:52, President
Wachtel laid the ceremonial first brick of the
AUCA Campus. The meaning of this event
was twofold. First, it began the final chapter
of AUCA’s history at its current campus
on the Old Square. Second, it reaffirmed
AUCA’s commitment to being not only the
best university in Central Asia, but also one of
the best in the world.

AUCA currently exists in a space too small
by half. Students learn in classrooms that
stunt innovation, sitting behind desks that
stunt physical growth. For over 10 years now,
the AUCA community has expanded its liberal
arts mission despite having the same limited space. We cannot keep asking our students, faculty
and staff to do more with less. In reality, people only do less with less.

At a little over 16,000 square meters, the new campus will more than double the size of AUCA.
Students will be able to learn in classrooms that are flexible to the subject being taught and have
more freedom to outfit the building to their needs. Full-time faculty will enjoy personal workspaces
and classrooms equipped with better technology. Finally, the entire AUCA community will benefit
from having a comfortable, welcoming place to gather and share ideas.

As current AUCA students, some of you may never get to be a student at the new campus, but
that does not make your contribution to this effort any less meaningful. Each student who has
graduated from AUCA has been a part of laying the foundation for the new campus. The same is
true for all faculty and staff who have worked to share and grow their knowledge at AUCA.

To represent this effort, AUCA has created the AUCA Foundation Wall. The wall is made up
of individual bricks, each displaying the personal message of its owner. These individual bricks
will come together in the forum of the new campus to make a wall that will represent all of the
individual steps that it took to make this collective dream of a new campus real.

I encourage all students and faculty to get a brick. It is a chance to have your name on the new
campus forever. More importantly, it is a chance to show everybody that walks through the doors
of the new campus the incalculable amount of blood, sweat and tears that each one of us gave to
build this dream in Bishkek.

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Student Senate: Myth and Reality

As the Senate Elections come close,
the atmospeherein AUCAis becoming
hot and tense. While some ask “who
will win?” and “how they will win?”
others even don’t know what does it
mean? To remove these questions
let’s clarify what the Senate is and
how to treat it.

What is the Senate?

According to Senate Chart, “Senate is the
main and only representative, and executive
body of the AUCA student self-governance,
elected by all AUCA undergraduate students
of the AUCA. The main goal of the Senate
is to define and secure students’ rights,
provide for the welfare of the whole student
body, insure student participation in general
governance of the AUCA, and represent
students’ interests in the administrative,
academic and extracurricular spheres.”

Nine Senators, including the Chairman,
prep. Representative and eight other
senators divided into four committees,
which are; Public Relations, Financial,
Social Activities and Hearing Committees.
Each of them has its own duties and
responsibilities.

« The Chairman’s duty is to lead,
direct and keep order at the meetings
and insure the attendance of the other
members of the Senate. The Chair is the
representative and the spokesperson of the
Senate to the AUCA Administration and
the Student body.

+ Public Relations Committee’s
duties include responsibility to produce
minutes (protocols) of each Senate meeting
and keep record of all the decisions,
resolutions, comments that are made at
each Senate meeting. This Committee
is responsible to inform the students of
the new decisions and resolutions of the
Senate. The information must be spread
through Student Senate Information Board
and AUCA newspaper — New Star.

- Financial Committee is
responsible to keep track of the Senate
budget.

+ Social Activities Committee is
responsible to organize and direct social
events; entertainment, informative, and
fund raising gatherings.

+ Hearing Committee is
responsible to hold hearings in case of
disputes among students, clubs, and
complains related to the Senate.

What’s the problem?

This is how things should go. But for the
most part of the students, especially for
juniors and seniors, this is more like a myth.
There were long debates on whether Senate
is fulfilling its responsibilities or not. Some
students appreciate the work of Senate.
Most of them are the ones who are close to
Senate; ex-senators, Student Coordinators,
and the ones, who experienced the work for
the Senate on their shoulders. In the sense
that they know the Senate at best, their
voices matter.

On the other hand, there are many
people, the majority of AUCA Students,
who don’t believe a word of the Senate and
take everything wiht deep suspicion and
irony. These are mostly the ones, who are
far away from the Senate and merely know
what’s happening behind the scene. In the
sense that they make the majority, their
voices matter.

So, then who are Good and who are Bad
heroes? Senate or, the Students?

The answer to this dilemma is simple.
There is a problem of misunderstanding
among these two sides. This is the mistake
of both. To understand this situation we
must define some mythes and realities
about Senate, Senators and the voters.

Myth #1 — Concerning
Candidates’ promises

One of the most famous and clearest
causes of the voters’ disbelief to senators
and theirlack of authority is in the difference
between their promises before the elections
and absence of their fulfillment after. Here,
the problem appears not only because
candidates lie about their programs, their
abilities and the effectivenes of what they
are offering to students.

Everybody lies, but, there is also such
an idea, that “ends justifies the means”
promoted by the well known political
philosopher Niccolo Machiaveli. Mostly,
our students are Machiavellians in that
sense. The program of the most of the
candidates include many unreal things
which they will never reach as the AUCA
senator; some of them know this and some
even doesn’t know — can they accomplish
these goals or not?” The latter are the most
dangerous ones, for the fact, that they even
don’t know where they are going and what
they want, have no clear objective and the
idea of how to achieve them. Mostly these
are the freshmen.

The most famous mythes include the
promise “to build a new AUCA campus”. It
is a total bullshit! And if there is already
a work happening in that sphere someone
also can promise “to fasten the building”.
The second option is more preferable for
candidates, because if the ones who really
work on this issue succeed, the candidate
can always add himself as the helper or
supporter of this initiative. If real workers
fail, he can use old fashioned theme and
just criticize the administration for not
letting him to do this. It is the situation with
no loose, and possible victory.

Another myth is the promise to decrease
the prices in “Kitchennete” and “Bravo”
cafeterias. It is a total bullshit! Dear
candidates, this is not possible. The Studen
Senate does not have the right to intervene
to the business of these cafeterias. Be sure,
many senators tried to do this, but as I
remember almost four generations of them
didn’t succeed. So, if only you are not the
mate with Rosa Otunbaeva or is the deputee
in Jogorku Kenew, then forget about this.

Dear  candidates don’t  promise
“something” you can’t do just in order to
win in the elections. By this actions you are
harming not only yourself, but the whole
AUCA Senate and AUCA itself. This is the
major source of the disbelief to Senate! This
is why the participation in elections are so
low! This is what eats your authority and
support of the students! This is not the way
you can earn the love of students , and not
be hated. Just be honest! Promise only the
things which you can really do! No problem
if your program consists of only one point.
As soon as it can be accomplished for real,
you are Ok!

Myth # 2 — Concerning
Laws on Agitation
Campaigns

“The day before Elections all promotional
and agitation posters must be removed
around the University by the candidates
and their observers. At the day of the
elections the campaign is not allowed.” This
is the rule.

But, if someone says that this is how
things are, then I'll repeat again: it’s a total
bullshit! As I remember from the three
elections, where I have been observer,
the candidates continued their agitation
campaign till the last minute. Or, it will be
more truthful to say that in AUCA Senate
elections the true agitations starts only at
the day “X”. For the last three elections it
was the main point: if you are successful in
agitation in that day you will most probably
win. The others, more fair ones will most
possibly loose.

The cause to such actions are different,
but mostly it is the fear that pushes the
candidates to break the law — the fear that if
you don’t do these, other candidates can and
win, when you will loose. Dear candidates,
don’t break the law, you are the ones who

should protect it. Don’t think about others,
do what you have to and what is right.
Follow Socrates’s example and appreciate
law more than your life.

Myth #3 - Voters vote for
the most Honorble and
Realistic program

Maybe it is true for some of the students,
but the naked truth is that majority of
AUCA students vote not for the program
they liked, or the one which is realistic, but
rather for the person they know, for the
person they like, and even for the person
who came first (first come first serve?). Are
these the honorable reasons to vote for and
choose your representatives?

The problem here is in the lack of interest
of students to the life of AUCA, to their own
life. These are the ones who are concerned
with only the specific, narrow things such
as education, or individual clubs, their
career. When asked these people, they will
firstly don’t go to elections at all, or vote
for the person just to get away from him.
Here the first option is better, in the sense
that, if you are not interested in it and vote,
you are harming not only yourself but the
whole AUCA community; your friends and
relatives.

So dear AUCA students, this is warning!
Do not vote for the person only because
he or she is your friend! Don’t make your
choice for the one who came to you firstly,
but rather wait and listen to them all and
choose rationally! The only thing that
differentiate human and animal is the
reason! Use it!

Conclusion

These are the problems we face today!
But, dear candidates, dear students we
can solve them. This year Student Senate
announced several new points to stop the
law breakers.

New rules to stop
Breakers

1. Candidates are not allowed to conduct
a campaign during the election day (-20
votes)

2. Candidates are not allowed to be
present at the place of election (-20 votes)

3. Candidates must not violate other
candidates’ rights (-20 votes)

Dear candidates, dear students, carefully
read these points and try to follow them.
The power of law is effective only when it is
obeyed and followed by all.

Read above myths and try to think about
them! Ask yourselves dear students, do you
like the senators who break the laws and
give unrealistic programs? Don’t let you
confuse yourselves with utopian promises
and friendship ties! Remember Aristotle’s
words: “Plato is my friend, but the truth is
a better friend”.

Remember that, each nation have the
ruler, which they deserve! You are the ones,
who vote for them! You are the ones who
will choose them! So, don’t be indifferent
to the Student Senate elections, because
of all the people the inidifferent people are
the worst ones. As one writer said “Don’t
be afraid of your friends, in the worst case
they can betray you.

Finally, it happened! On October 14th AUCA community celebrated The Campus Groundbreaking Ceremony on
the territory of future construction. Lots of guests were invited, and everyone could enjoy the common holiday
of laying the first campus’ bricks.

So, the holiday turned out to be first-rate. But what does actually happen behind the scenes? New Star examined
the issue of campus construction, so that everyone from AUCA community can gain some insight of the future

AUCA campus.
According to official data, the new 3-hectare campus will include the main academic building of 15,000 square - _
meters, dormitories and a sports complex. It will accommodate 1,500 students, all the faculty and staff. 3 Y S (=

Another important fact about the academic building is the way it is going to be built. As the project’s architect
Henry Myerberg mentions, AUCA campus construction is the first project in Kyrgyzstan based on the so-called
“green technology”. The main academic building will have geothermal heating and cooling, rainwater harvesting
Jor sewage and irrigation, and building insulation based on German standards of construction.

The heat will be gained from underneath the ground. This process will help a lot in self-heating and -cooling.
It means that 90% less electricity will be used in the new building. It also means that if electricity goes up, the
building will still have air-conditioning.

As for the other important questions concerning the campus construction,
they were asked directly to the organizers of the project. One of them is Sven
Stafford, the Director of Development.

Could you, please, tell us a little about the history: how the project was
brought about and who was the initiator?

Well, we started this project about a year and a half before, sometime in 2009. The idea
of a campus was not really new, because as you know, students here were promised a new
campus since early 2000s. So, it always was a plan, but now president Wachtel really pushed
people to get work done and get the campus built. So, it has been a project idea since Andrew
got here, and now it became a reality.

How much time will the construction take? What is the expected opening
date?

We are planning to start construction in March 2012, and it should take a year and a half.
This is a period of time concerning the main academic building only. As for the others, it
will depend.

Is one year and a half enough for constructing even only the main academic
building?

The actual size and shape of the main building is not that difficult from engineering stand
point, so it is possible to finish the project in a year and a half.

There is information on AUCA official web-site that 70% of required sum of money has been already raised.
What about the 30% left? What if the full needed sum will not be found? Will the construction stop?

Well, the point right now is to build the main academic building, so that we can start classes there in fall 2013. And the other
proposals about sport complex and dormitories we still have to work out. But the academic building will definitely be there.

We will start construction of the main academic building in spring 2012 even if we do not find the whole needed sum of money.
We are going to start absolutely, because you do not really need all your money at the beginning of a deal. So, we will work hard next
2 years to find more money. And this sum is not only for buildings, but for computers, furniture, etc. because we want to make the
campus look nice and comfortable for students and this needs investments also.

As for the 30% left, that in a certain degree is my job. We are working to find the money. Over the next 2 years we will try to get
donations and find people to support the campus.

I do not think that we will not find enough money and construction will be stopped, however, there is still a possibility, very little
though. I think we will find sponsors.

So you say the construction is going to start only in spring, why the groundbreaking ceremony was held on
October 14th then?

We are having the groundbreaking ceremony so soon, because we did complete the purchase of the land, so now the land officially
belongs to AUCA. We finished it in September, and it was quite a big deal. That was a long-time work; we had to do a lot to get it done.
The other reason is that we have our board of trustees here, so it is a good moment to celebrate.

And as for the tuition fee, will the removal to new campus somehow affect it?

We are definitely not using students’ money to pay for the buildings. It has been said many times, the growth of tuition is about
paying professors’ salaries, the internet, library needs, etc. We have already raised $16 million, and none of that came from students’
tuition payments.

Could you, please, list the names of some of the AUCA sponsors, donating their money to this project?

We have money from George Soros and his Open Society Foundations, USAID, Kumtor Gold Mining Company (donating money for
the science lab), Hersh Chadha, a well-known landscape photographer (contributing to the photography lab), and AUCA’s alumnus
Ulugbek Salymbekov, member of Dordoi Association (donating money for mini-football field).

And the last question. Why are we moving out? What is the actual reason?

First of all, it is a historical building, moreover in the very center of Bishkek city. Government just wants it back, and we have to
concede. But it is for the better, because we were looking for own campus, where all necessary conditions for studying are created.
Previous years we had to interrupt classes because of riots, revolutions, etc. but now we are not depended on such factors.

So, the only thing AUCA community has to do now is waiting for this long-expected moment, when the doors
of the new campus will be really opened. The promised date is Fall 2013. Hopefully, AUCA administration can
keep its words.

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AUCA Mailbox: Part Two. IT Response

As you remember, in the last issue, we conducted a survey among students about
AUCA mailbox and promised to get the feedback from the IT-managers. So, Evgenii
Eremeev-ITManager, Senior Programmer Databases Developmentand Management
department, and Ekaterina Kombarova - Head of the Academic Computing and
Classroom Technologies department, were very kind to answer our questions. We’ve
grouped students’ suggestions into 4 and IT-managers commented on each one.

1. To change an interface, design, and functionality of
mailbox.

At the moment, for the work with university’s e-mail we use the free-spread web-interface
Roundcube, that doesn’t allow to make scale alterations. But on the other hand, we are exploring
the possibilities of package approach to this question as a composed part of AUCA’s electronical
commucations system.

2. To make an image of a social network(to make a chat, to
make it possible to upload photos, etc.)

Elaboration of this feature at the moment is not considering now. AUCA mailbox as the main
means of inner electronical communications is intended for academic use.

3. To exlude receivement of spam

The current situation of using the AUCA mailserver in a way made us to revise this problem
from technical point of view. And we are glad to inform, that after the analisys of current system
of inner mailings of messages we are planning to enter next changes: to add a feature of mailing to
students only of exactly:

a. department

b. course

c. professor

d. adviser

It will help to make the system of mailings more effective and exact, i.e. what the students are
talking about.

4. To extend the capacity of the mailbox

At the moment, every AUCA student is given a mailbox of 100 Mb size. The exlusion of problem
3(useless maillings) will decrease the total number of messages received in university. However,
it’s needed to make more detailed analysis of the goals to expand the size of students’ mailboxes.
Considering this, in a short time, we are planning to conduct appropriate students opinion poll and
intend an active student participation in it.

As you can see, students’ suggestions helped to improve the AUCA mailbox in two
ways: there will be no more messages not concerning them, and the capacity will
be expanded in a very short time. As for the social network features, I am totally
agree that our mailbox is only for the academic use. So, start using our mailbox,
dear students! Everything is done for the sake of yours.
