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The plan to move to the new
campus has been postponed,
and according to AUCA Presi-
dent Andrew Wachtel, for now
it is planned to happen in De-
cember, 2014. Students are quite
upset about the construction’s
status quo, so they keep asking
questions concerning the new
campus, and daydreaming of
the days when they are going to
study at the new AUCA-owned
building.

Another point is that there
have been no textual or visual
updates for several months ei-
ther on the official AUCA website
or on Facebook. “They [Commu-
nications Office] have a lot of
stuff to do, probably they forgot
about it,” comments President
Wachtel. The pictures of the
construction were uploaded on
the university official Facebook
page on the next day after the
interview, and other information
has been added to the website as
well.

On February 18, 2014, Presi-
dent Wachtel was glad to re-
spond to the risen by students is-
sues, and shared the process, the
progress, and the current state of

Dear AUCA,

We hope that everyone has been keeping warm
and motivated through these snowy days. Student Sen-
ate has been working hard on completing our platform
and distributing funding to our student organizations.
We have spent the past weeks helping in organizing
“Stream” and arm-wrestling competitions and we are go-
ing to conduct an intellectual event “Quiz-night”, which
will be held after our midterm exams. The topic of the
“Quiz-night” and all the details will be announced later.

Along with the arrangement of aforesaid events, we
have been working on solution of the issues concerning
the fine for the extension of the deadline for submitting
AFFIDAVITSs, time limits on the computers in the li-

brary on weekends and the scheduling changes at AUCA

for 2014-15 academic year. Firstly, many students have
missed the deadline for submission of AFFIDAVIT form
and some students addressed us their concern about
the amount of fine (2,000 soms) they should pay for
the extension. Financial Office reminded us that the an-
nouncement for submission of AFFIDAVITs was made
in November and the deadline was January 31, so stu-
dents had three month for submitting it. In other words,
administration set up such fine because they wanted
students to be more responsible and to do everything on
time. Concerning the second issue, many students asked
to cancel the time limit for using computers in the labs
on weekends. The IT department held a survey and the
results will be known within a couple days, so the out-

come will depend on how many students come to AUCA

on weekends. Last but not least, we would like to discuss
the schedule changes at AUCA for the 2014-15 academic
year. Following a successful experiment in the spring
semester, AUCA will move to a full implementation of a
scheduling plan that is fairly typical for most universities
in the U.S.

According to this plan, classes will either meet
three times per week on M, W, F for 50 minutes (the pos-
sible scheduling blocks for such classes are 8-9, 9-10, 10-
11, 11-12 or 12-1) or two times per week for 1 hour and 15
minutes (the possible blocs for such classes are M, W or
M, F, or W,F 1-2:15, 2:30-3:45 and 4-5:15 or T, Th 8:30-
9:45, 10-11:15, 11:30-12:45, 1-2:15, 2:30-3:45 and 4-5:15).
The only exceptions for this schedule are as follows:

Language courses (except for Russian and Kyrgyz),
will meet three times per week for 1 hour and 15 minutes
blocs; seminars that meet 1 time per week can be sched-
uled for 4-6 on any day; some classes that have a single
lecture and multiple discussion sections will be sched-
uled so that the lecture will be 1 hour and 15 minutes on
M, W, or F and some sections will meet during the same
time block on the days that the lecture is not scheduled
for.

The schedule will be organized in the way that will be
convenient both for juniors and students with new credit
system. Also, as many students complain, there will be
no MAKE UP Classes on weekends or holidays. And the
dates of the final exams will be fixed and arranged in a
manner that students don’t have more than two exams
per day.

Keep updated and don’t forget to come to

room 104 for suggestions and comments.

Ernest Aitiev, ES-110: We had to move in Fall 2013, did we not?

President Andrew Wachtel (A): That was absolutely ideal that we would
move in Fall 2013, but I do not think anybody has ever thought we would succeed
in doing that. I was hoping we would be ready to move in September of 2014, but it
looks like that is not going to happen. So I think it is going to be between the semes-
ters next year, sometime in December, 2014.

Sanjar Sulaimanov, ECO-112: What is the process of construction in
general?

A: We now either have signed or today will sign contracts for all of the interior
work on the building, which means the mechanical system, electrical system, heat-
ing and cooling system, and the plumbing system. And all the people are starting to
do their job, we have timelines for their work. The longest time is for ventilation and
mechanical work. They are supposed to be done in November, 2014.

Dima Dyo, BA-113: After we move in the new campus, will there be
any things left to be done?

A: Ttis the long-term plan for the campus, which will actually keep going for years.
We would like to build faculty and student housing on the campus, but this is just a
plan, which is not going to happen if we have no money. We have some rooms that
will be done by June, and others will be finished at the end. So next year the main
campus building — classrooms, offices, cafeteria and sports — would be done for sure.

Farukhruz Konunov, ICP-111: What about sports facilities?

A: There are going be sports facilities inside of the building, and some external
stuff that would not be finished yet. The mini-football would be done inside as well.
That is easy to do.

Kunduz Nurbekova, BA-111: Is there going to be a swimming pool?
A: We might at some point build swimming pool facility. But while we do not have
the money, we are not going to start it.

Jursunay Ismail Kyzy, ECO-111: Is there enough money at the moment?
Where does it come from?

A: All the money is fundraised. We need another $1.5 million, the construction will
not stop because there is not enough money though. We are not using the tuition for
the campus building. In that respect I do not feel like I am cheating. We are building
it as fast as we can.

Kyzzhibek Batyrkanova, ECO-112 : What can you personally say about
the process?

A: T have invested many hours into the project. It is more important to have a good
building. There are three issues: time, cost, and quality. We have chosen the quality.
When you look at Bishkek Park — it is pretty good, but if you look carefully, things are
breaking and windows are falling. They opened on time and said they would fix the
problems later. But that is not a good idea. We did not take Bishkek Park’s approach.
You are not building the campus for one year, you are building it for years. If it will take
us a little bit longer, then it will take longer.

Memories of Mirza Amiri
How one of the first AUCA students from Afghanistan survived in Bishkek

Since AUCA is an international university,
there are a lot of students from different coun-
tries and towns. Most of us never thought how
non-Kyrgyz/Russian students live in Bishkek,
what difficulties and fun situations they face
every day.

American Embassy in cooperation with
AUCA provides ten scholarships for studying
at AUCA for girls from Afghanistan; there are
almost no male students among their delega-
tion.

Mirza Amiri is one of the first Afghan
alumni. He started his career path with Eco-
nomic Department and now keeps going. The
situations he faced were very different, rang-
ing from everyday difficulties to a wedding
ceremony.

“My arrival time to Bishkek was a bit difficult as we were the first batch of
Afghan students who travelled to Bishkek. With no Russian language at all, it was a
bit difficult to do shopping and travel around. Thank goodness two Afghan students
were recruited from the Afghan diaspora in Bishkek to study at AUCA under the same
program of ours. So, these two students helped us a great deal. Sometimes we would
call them late in the evening and ask them to translate words such as salt in Russian,
for example, so that we could purchase salt. The language problem faded away soon,

after taking Russian courses with Professor Alexandra, who was a wonderful instructor
of the preparatory program. In a couple of months we were able to converse in Rus-
sian with vendors at Osh Bazaar, Dordoi, or the kiosk down the block! I have very fond
memories of those days.

The most interesting moments in Bishkek were Trying Besh-Barmak and
Lagman, as well as being involved in founding the World Club and initiating the Inter-
national week, especially the International Food Day — here are my interesting memo-
ries.

Another challenge was taking Game Theory course, which is a required course in
the economic department, in Russian. Although I was good in conversing in Russian in
the marketplace, my Russian language skill was not good enough for taking a course.
So, I ended up with a C. It did not look that bad, because my overall GPA was high at
that time, but later on, while applying for graduate school, I had to provide an explana-
tions in several occasions. I took that course in Russian, because I had no options. The
course was required and there was no faculty available to teach that course in English
at that time. I am sure that AUCA has taken care of problems such as this, by now.

I advise my fellow Afghan students and other international students to take the
Preparatory Year serious. If they can, they should take some math courses along with
the languages. Also, being active in activities such as world club, programs such as
International Week celebration, and Student Senate would be very helpful in making
friends and improving languages. I enjoyed my time at the Student Senate, Academic
Senate, World Club, and several other working committees so much. I very much en-
joyed taking courses with Professors as Valeri Hardin, Alexandra, Asyl Bakanova, Asel
Kyrgyzbaeva and others.”

“I think the biggest advantage AUCA has is its connections with so many countries.
And even if you take a look at the name, since it is an American university in Central
Asia, it already implies some sort of a cultural combination. One thing that I cannot
understand though is the fact that it is really hard and usually impossible for foreign
students to have any kind of financial support from the university. Except for some
random and very rare cases, I have never seen any Korean or other foreigners (not

counting CIS students) who would have finan-
cial aid, for example, for their academic excel-
lence.”
